I don’t think I can even speak to that……………I have no answers, I have no great ideas….I just know our doors are still open and we are attempting to maintain our services.

Summer is here and the produce donations are picking up.   We’ve also picked up Del Monte Foods as a donor and we have bananas!!!!  Food Lifeline has had to cut back on their driving so they gave us Sam’s Club and we have meat!!!    Businesses like Poe Construction, Aero Control, Scarff Ford, Boeing and many more are hosting food drives.   One of our local courts split a fine with a young woman --- $50.00 to the court and $50.00 in food purchase to the food bank!  I thought this was a clever idea!!

We are surviving!   Cash is still down – and gas is still rising!  The value of our dollar has dropped.  In the past, $1.00 donated could buy $6.00 worth of food.  Now, the same $1.00 can buy only $5.00 worth of food.

In my husband’s restaurant business – if his customer base increased but his income decreased – he would have to close the doors.   Makes you wonder how our business stays open.   We are grateful to the board – current and retired members – and former staff, who had the foresight to set monies aside for a “rainy day.”
